WOODRUFF COUNTY LIBRARY
BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING
June 23rd, 2014
Call to Order and Roll Call: The meeting was called to order at 12:10 pm. at the Augusta Economic Development conference room.  Four (4) Board members were present; Joy Lynn Bowen, Kip Davis, Angie Ryland and Bill Brooks. Board members Erleen Sawyer and Anne Eldridge were absent. Also present was ECARLS/County Librarian John Paul Myrick and Woodruff County Library Manager Angela Meachum. John Paul Myrick obtained Anne Eldridge’s proxy vote if needed to meet a quorum.
Reading and Acceptance of Minutes:
Woodruff County Board minutes for April 28th2014 meeting were discussed. Angela Ryland asked that her name be corrected to Angela instead of “Angie” that is listed in the minutes. Bill Brooks motioned that the minutes be accepted as presented with name change and Kip Davis seconded the motion.  All aye. Motioned carried.
Public Participation and communications:
Financial Reports and approval of bills:

The May financial report was presented and discussed. Joy Lynn Bowen made the motion to approve the Financial Reports as presented and to place them on file. Bill Brooks seconded the motion. All aye, Motion carried. 

Operation, County Manager, and Regional Librarian’s Reports: 
The April and May Library statistics were discussed.  Angie Meachum explained that numbers were down a bit but that is due to several programs in the community which are in competition.  The summer school and lunch program will be completed at the end of June so numbers should return to normal. Also the first summer program was scheduled while school was still in session because of bad weather this winter. Angela Ryland motioned that the statistics be accepted as presented.  Bill Brooks seconded the motion.  All aye. Motion carried.
Unfinished Business:
Re-roofing of the Woodruff County Library was discussed.  Bobby Glover recommended that the soffit surrounding the Library be covered with metal soffit in a color similar to the roof trim at an additional cost of $2500.00.  Joy Lynn Bowen motioned to approve the additional cost and Kip Davis seconded the motion.  All aye. Motion carried.  Kip Davis mentioned that the sidewalk had been crushed in several places by the heavy equipment used to work on the roof and was wondering if Bobby Glover construction would take care of repairs.  John Paul Myrick said he would check into it.
John Paul Myrick reported that much work went into the opening of the McCrory Library. The Library opened on June 17th, 2014.  Mr. Myrick requested that the July 28th board meeting be held at the McCrory Library and the board agreed.
New Business:
Bill Brooks asked about the (Boyles) property that the Library purchased.  John Paul Myrick stated that since the property was purchased by ECARLS funds originally, he would like to see Woodruff County Library purchase it back from ECARLS since Woodruff County Library is on the deed.  Before buying the property from ECARLS, an inspection could possibly be done on the underground gas tanks that are on the property and the property can be sold without stipulations involving the gas tanks. 
Trustee Comment Period: 
Angie Ryland commented that teens from Cotton Plant sit outside city hall to use the Wi-Fi and hopes that the Cotton Plant Library can soon be opened to serve those teens and others. 
Adjournment: 

There being no other business, the meeting was motioned to adjourn at 12:25 p.m. by Kip Davis and seconded by Bill Brooks, motion carried.
