Amnesty for overdue books
 
Wynne,  April 11th- 15th – In conjunction with National Library Week, all branches of the Cross County Library are accepting non-perishable food items in exchange for Library materials that are 6 months or more overdue.  The food items will then be donated to the local food pantries. This is an opportunity for those who have overdue items to clear their record by bringing in one food item per overdue item. 
The Wynne Branch alone currently has over 5,000 lost items from the past few years.  These items add up to approximately $88,722.17.  Some items eventually get returned but the majority remain lost.  Penalties for the failing to return any book, periodical or property belonging to the Library, if a charge of retaining possession of Library materials is filed, could cost up to $500.00.  (Arkansas Public Library Laws Annotated, 2015-2016)  Items that are not returned also keep other patrons from being able to check-out those items as well.
