BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING
Mar. 30th, 2015
Call to Order and Roll Call: The meeting was called to order at 12:11 pm. at the Augusta Economic Development conference room.  Five (5) Board members were present; Joy Lynn Bowen, Anne Eldridge, Erleen Sawyer, Bill Brooks and Angela Ryland. Board member Kip Davis was absent. Also present was ECARLS/County Director John Paul Myrick and Woodruff County Library Manager Angela Meachum. Guest was City Attorney and Woodruff County Library Foundation President Winston Collier.
Reading and Acceptance of Minutes:
Woodruff County Board minutes for December 29th 2014 and recessed meeting January 5th, 2015 meetings were discussed. Angela Ryland made a motion to accept the minutes as presented and Anne Eldridge seconded the motion. All aye. Motioned carried.
Public Participation and communications:  
Financial Reports and approval of bills:

The January and February financial reports were presented and discussed. Angela Ryland made the motion to approve the Financial Reports as presented and to place them on file. Erleen Sawyer seconded the motion. All aye, Motion carried. 

Operation, County Manager, and Regional Librarian’s Reports: 
The January and February Library statistics were discussed.  Angela Ryland motioned that the statistics be accepted as presented.  Erleen Sawyer seconded the motion.  All aye. Motion carried.
Unfinished Business:
The Cotton Plant Library was discussed and John Paul stated that the Cotton Plant city council would like to be included in the Library system.  Anne Eldridge motioned that the Cotton Plant Library be reinstated into the ECARL System.  Angela Ryland seconded the motion.  All aye. Motion carried.  There was discussion about budgeting money for Cotton Plant Library start-up costs.  The Board decided to amend the budget to allow $15,100.00 be used to buy supplies, computers, books, etc. to prepare Cotton Plant to open.  Anne Eldridge motioned that the budget be amended.  Bill Brooks seconded the motion.  All aye. Motion carried. 
There was much discussion about the McCrory Library. The McCrory city council has decided to add a measure to the ballot that would increase McCrory water bills $1.00 to raise money for the library to pay their monthly bills.  Discussion was made concerning the need to have a signed contract so that E-rate monies can be obtained for the McCrory Library.  The E-rate paperwork has to be in by April 16th, 2015.  A signed contract from the city of McCrory needs to be obtained before Federal E-rate monies can be applied for.  The Board decided to talk to McCrory Mayor Doyle Fowler about the urgency of getting a contract signed.  Also, board members will be talking to the McCrory city council members about the importance of the library to ensure that all the city council members are well informed about the benefits of a library to the community.  
New Business:
John Paul reported that the environmental report on the Boyles building was received and as long as the underground tanks weren’t touched they were fine as is.  Everything else in the report was ok.  
Winston Collier reported on the Woodruff County Library Foundation activities.  Events, big donations from private donors and a ballet measure for sustainable funding for all county libraries; with a percentage earmarked for McCrory and Cotton Plant Libraries were among the ideas for raising money. 
A motion was made by Angela Ryland that the Library board officers remain the same for 2015 as they were for 2014.  Erleen Sawyer seconded the motion.  All aye. Motion carried.
